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Antenuptial Agreement in South Africa
Antenuptial Agreement in South
Africa
In South Africa, an antenuptial
agreement (ANC) is a legal
document that couples can sign
before their wedding to determine
how their assets, debts, and future
growth will be managed during the
marriage and in the event of divorce
or death. The ANC can opt out of the
default community of property
arrangement, allowing couples to
choose a different marital property
system that best suits their personal
and financial needs.
The ANC must be signed before the
marriage, notarized, and registered
at the Deeds Office to be legally
valid and enforceable. The main
choices for the ANC include:
With Accrual: Each spouse's estate
stays separate throughout the
marriage, but the growth during the
marriage is shared upon dissolution.
Without Accrual: Each spouse's
estate is kept separate during the
marriage, but the growth
accumulates during the marriage is
shared upon dissolution.
It is crucial to have a well-drafted
ANC to protect individual assets,
manage debt, and clarify financial
expectations, ensuring peace of
mind for both spouses.

What is an antenuptial contract?
In South Africa, couples who don’t
sign any contract before their
wedding are married in community
of property by default. That means
both spouses’ assets and debts—

—past, present, and future—merge
into a single joint estate. An
antenuptial contract is a written
agreement signed before the
wedding, in front of a notary public,
that opts you out of that default and
replaces it with one of two regimes:

Out of community of property
without accrual
Each spouse’s estate stays separate
throughout the marriage. What’s in
your name remains yours (and your
debts remain yours).
Out of community of property with
accrual
Each spouse keeps their premarital
estate separate, but the growth
(accrual) that accumulates during
the marriage is shared when the
marriage ends. You can exclude
specific assets (like an inherited farm
or heirloom shares) from the accrual
if you list them clearly in the
contract.
A well-drafted ANC can also assign
debt responsibility, set valuation
rules for businesses and properties,
and include dispute-resolution
mechanisms such as mediation or
arbitration.

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Key Features of SA Antenuptial
Contracts
Default Position: Without an ANC,
your marriage is automatically "in
community of property," meaning all
assets and debts are shared.
Types of ANC:
With Accrual: The most common, it
allows spouses to share in the
growth of each other's estates
during the marriage, while keeping
assets owned before marriage
protected, according to the law.

Without Accrual: Assets and debts
remain strictly separate before and
after marriage.
Protection: It protects against
creditors if one spouse becomes
insolvent, as debts remain with the
responsible party, notes.

Important Process Details

Drafting: Must be drafted and signed
before the marriage date.

Notarization: Must be signed by a
Notary Public.

Registration: The contract must be
registered at the Deeds Office within
roughly 3 months of signature.

Costs: Costs are not fixed, but
include attorney fees for consultation
and the registration fee, according to
law

It is highly recommended to consult
with a notary public to tailor the
contract to your specific needs are
the three types of marriage contracts
in South Africa?

TYPES OF MARRIAGE AGREEMENTS
IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Marriage In Community of Property;
Marriage Out of Community of
Property – subject to the Accrual
System; or.
Marriage Out of Community of
Property – with the Exclusion of the
Accrual System.

Can an antenuptial contract be
signed after lobola?
Therefore, if the parties to be
married customarily, intend to enter
into an ante-nuptial contract, this
must be done prior to the lobola
negotiations irrespective of when
and how the parties intend to
celebrate their union

Is a spouse entitled to half of
everything?
When you divorce your spouse and
are in the process of resolving
finances, you shouldn't assume that
the assets will be divided 50-50.
While an equal share of the assets is
often a good starting point for
discussion, it might be the case that
one person comes away with more
than the other.
